Services: JDNM provides education and training tools for use by law enforcement, 
medical and legal professionals and provides guidance to victims and their 
families. 

 
Background:  JDNM was borne out of one woman’s personal experience as a victim of 

sexual assault. A faceless “Jane Doe” for over 13 years, Donna Palomba, the 
founder and chair of JDNM, came forward with her story in a  two-hour 
primetime show on Dateline NBC on Sunday, April 29, 2007. She went 
public to help break the social stigmas associated with this misunderstood 
crime and help other victims heal. 

 



 

Legislation:  Palomba was an active advocate and instrumental in the passing of a bill 
introduced in February 2007 to the Connecticut General Assembly by 
Governor M. Jodi Rell removing the statute of limitations for prosecution of 
sexual assault crimes involving DNA evidence that was signed into law in 
July 2007. 

 
States vary greatly in their treatment of the statute of limitation for sexual 
assault. For example, the statute of limitations for sexual assault is five years 
in Kansas, 10 years in Iowa, 15 years in Massachusetts and without limit in 
New Jersey.
